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Abstract

The objectives of this study were as follows. First, it examined the level of
functional aspects of social networks, self esteem, and honesty of youth. Secondly it
compared the honesty of youth by their personal characteristics. Thirdly, it investigated
the relationship between functional aspects of social networks and honesty of youth,
and between self esteem and honesty of youth. Finally, it studied the predictive
variables for the honesty of youth.

The samples consisted 279 youth at Hin Tang Subdistrict, Ban Phai District,
Khon Kaen Province. The data were collected by using questionnaires and analyzed by
using packaged computer program. Statistical procedures in this study were the
percentages, the mean, the standard deviation, the t-test, the analysis of variance, the least
significant difference method, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient, and the
stepwise multiple regression analysis. Statistical significance was set at the 0.05 level.

Results found were as follows. Firstly, the functional aspects of social networks
and self esteem of youth were at high level while honesty was moderate. Secondly,
gender, level of education, and marital status significantly affected honesty at the 0.05
level, respectively. Thirdly, functional aspects of social networks and self esteem were
positively correlated with honesty at the 0.001 level. Fourthly, the component of self
esteem, namely, seeing oneself as important; the components of functional aspects of
social networks, namely, material support and access to information; and the
component of self esteem in terms of power could jointly predict 28.6 percent of

honesty of youth.
